INSTRUCTIONS FOR AUTHORS

(the preparation of the article without ICM2002 document class)

Text: 1). \textwidth=170mm, \textheight=244mm; \pagestyle{empty};

2). \baselineskip=13pt, size=10pt (for all text, including headings - only affiliations, abstract, keywords and footnotes must be smaller).

3). Justified.

Title:  1). size=\large, Bold, Upper- and lower-case letters, Centred.

2). Try not to use more than 3 lines. All words in title should be capitalized except for conjunctions, prepositions (e.g. on, of, by, and, or, but, from, with, under, etc.) and definite and indefinite articles (the, a, an) unless they appear at the beginning. Formula letters must be typeset as in the text. Title have no end punctuation.

Authors: 

1). size=10pt, Bold, Upper- and lower-case letters.

2). Placing: \vskip5mm after title, Centred . 

Affiliations: 

1). size=\small, Italics. 

2). Use font \tt (typewriter) for E-mail, WWW Home page  or URL address.

     3). Placing: \vskip2mm after authors, Centred. 

Abstract:

1). size=\small. 

2). the run-in heading: {\bf  Abstract. \ }

3). Placing: \vskip15pt  after Affiliations, width=150mm, Justified.

Keywords:

1). size=\small. 

            2). the run-in heading: {\bf  Keywords: }

3). Placing: \vskip3pt  after abstract, width=150mm, Justified.

Headings:
First-order Titles:    Numbered 1, 2, etc, Left justified, Bold, size=\large, upper- and lower-case letters; vskip=12pt above and vskip=6pt below the First-order title.

Second-order Titles: Numbered 1.1, 1.2, etc, Left justified, Bold, upper- and lower-case letters; vskip=3pt below the Second-order title.

Third-order Titles:   Not numbered, Left justified, Bold, upper- and lower-case  letters, Run-on text.

Forth-order Titles:    Not numbered, Left justified, Italics, upper- and lower-case letters, Run-on text. 

Note: All headings should be capitalized except for conjunctions, prepositions and definite and indefinite articles unless they appear at the beginning. Formula letters must be typeset as in the text. Leave 2 empty spaces between a number and the name of first-order (second-order) title. If a second-, third- or forth-order title follows after a text then vskip=10pt left clear between the text and the title. First- and second-order titles have no end punctuation. Third- and forth-order titles need to be punctuated at the end. 

Design of  Definitions, Theorems etc.: 

a)  Make bold run-in headings with italicized text for design of theorems, lemmas, axioms, corollaries, propositions.

b)  Make bold run-in headings with roman text for design of remarks, problems, properties. Definitions are designed in the same way, but a determinated notion should be italicized.
c)  Make italic run-in headings with roman text for design of cases, conjectures, examples, exercises, notes, questions, solutions.
Figures: All schemas, graphs, diagrams and photographs are to be referred to as figures. Do not use coloured photographs or figures. Figures should be placed as close as possible to the first reference to them in the paper. All figures must be numbered with Arabic numerals. The figure number and caption should be typed below the illustration, left justified. 

Example of figure heading:

Fig. 1. This is the caption of the figure displaying a white eagle and a white horse on a snow field.

Note that «Fig. 1.» is typed by bold letters.

Tables: Only horizontal lines should be used within a table, to distinguish the column headings from the body of the table. All tables should be numbered with Arabic numerals. Headings should be placed above tables and centred. Leave vertical space \vskip=10pt between the heading and the table.

Design of References.

References are cited in the text by name and year of publication in brackets. For one author, use author’s surname and the year (Abell, 1945). For two authors, give both names and the year (Abell and Smith, 1956). For three or more authors, use a surname of the first author, plus «et al.», and the year (Abell et al., 1954). You may put also the number of section, chapter, theorem, etc., after the year: (Abell, 1945, Theorem 2), (Abell and Smith, 1956, Sect.2.1), (Backer, 1963, Chap.3). If giving a list of references, separate them using semi-colons (Backer, 1963; Jones, 1965, 1971b; Tarantello, 1982a, b). Put only the year in brackets when referring to the author(s) of the referenced publication (for example, «This work was first developed by Smith (1991), and later expanded by Brown et al. (1994), who demonstrated that ...»)

Section «References» is not numbered. Only essential references, which are directly referred to in the text, should be included in the references list. References must be listed alphabetically by surname (with initials following). If there are several works by the same author(s) the references should be listed in the appropriate order indicated below:

a)  One author: list works chronologically;

b)  Author and same co-author(s): list works chronologically;

c)  Author and different co-author(s): list works alphabetically according to co-author(s).
If there are several works by the same author(s) and in the same year, but which are cited separately, they should be distinguished by the use of «a», «b», etc., put after the year. 
References should appear only in the following three forms: journal reference, reference to book, reference to multi-author work.

Journal reference should include: author's surname and initials; surnames and initials of remaining authors; year of publication (in brackets); article title (in italics); abbreviated journal title; volume number (in bold, without «Vol.», «No.», etc.); page numbers (without «pp.»); language of publication except for English if relevant (in brackets) .

Reference to book should include: author's surname and initials; surnames and initials of remaining authors; year of publication (in brackets); the book title (in italics); volume (with «Vol.»), chapter (with «Chap.»)  or page (with «pp.») numbers if relevant; the name of the publisher: place of publication; language of publication except for English if relevant (in brackets).
Reference to multi-author work should include after the year of publication: the chapter title (in italics); «In:» followed by book title; surname(s) and initials of editor(s) and abbr. «ed» or «eds» (in brackets); «Vol.» and volume number when appropriate; «pp.» and page numbers; the name of the publisher: place of publication; language of publication except for English if relevant (in brackets).
Note. Please, call your attention to punctuation marks in the different forms of references (see Samlpe below).
